We are writing to inform you about our school's detention policy, which is designed to promote a positive
and respectful learning environment for all students.

Detention Schedule: Each day after school, a different year group will be assigned detention. This ensures
that all students have an opportunity to rectify any behavioural issues.

Classroom Expectations: During class time, students are expected to respect the learning environment
of their peers. Disruptive behaviour will not be tolerated. If a student is observed behaving inappropriately,
they will be given a verbal warning to improve their behaviour. If the behaviour persists, the student may
be removed from the classroom and assigned a detention.

Detention Consequences:
e First Removal: A 15-minute after-school detention.

e Second and Third Removals: A 30-minute after-school detention.

Punctuality:
e First, Second, and Third Instances of Lateness: A 15-minute after-school detention.

e Fourth or More Instances of Lateness: A 30-minute after-school detention.
